— Written comments from Tribal Leaders due 30 days after Consultation (April 27)

« Considering 3" Party Administrator Options for Tribes with limited capacity
— HUD connecting DOE to Tribally-Designated Housing Entities

— Also connecting team to national and regional Tribal orgs
— States could help administer funds for Tribes who decide to partner with States

« Working with DOE Office of Indian Energy, HUD Office of Native American
Programs, and others to coordinate additional Tribal stakeholder sessions

— Not a focus of this listening session; will have future events to hear Tribal voices
